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COURSE DESCRIPTION 
This course presents the knowledge, theory, and research needed to provide holistic primary health care to women in the outpatient setting.  Emphasis is on the use of critical thinking, diagnostic reasoning, and evidence-based practice guidelines to develop diagnostic and management plans that are patient-centered and culturally competent. The focus is on infections, self-limited conditions and mild and/or stable presentations of chronic conditions. The use of consultation, collaboration and referral are incorporated into management plans 
COURSE OBJECTIVES    Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:
1. Synthesize knowledge, theory, and research findings from nursing and other disciplines related to the prevention, diagnosis, and nurse-midwifery management of infections, self-limited conditions and mild and/or stable presentations of chronic conditions. 
2. Develop patient centered diagnostic plans based on holistic health assessment data.
3. Construct management plans using evidence-based practice guidelines.

4. Plan collaborative care to maximize functional health status.

5. Evaluate the effectiveness of prevention, health promotion, and management plans as they relate to expected clinical outcomes.
6.  Identify appropriate use of consultation, collaboration, and referral strategies.

K. Genitourinary  (e.g., urinary tract infection [acute, recurrent, chronic], pyelonephritis, sexually transmitted infections in women and their partners)
L. Musculoskeletal (e.g., osteoarthritis, osteoporosis, sprains/strains, low back pain) 
M. Hematological (e.g., anemias, hemoglobinopathies)
