1. Integrate and utilize knowledge obtained from first year coursework and seminar participation to further develop educational and career development plans related to research and scholarship.

2. Compare and contrast strategies for successfully accomplishing PhD program benchmarks (e.g., progression exam, choosing a minor area of study, and choosing dissertation format).

3. Implement at least two strategies for professional development.
