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COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course presents complex care issues related to pharmacotherapeutics as an integral part of overall treatment. Emphasis is on evaluation research reports and discussion of current research literature in extant drug treatment and present and future developments. Focus is on the management of complex problems and issues exemplified in case studies emerging from specialty areas of practice.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

1. Analyze original research reports related to pharmacological regimens in specialty areas of practice.

2. Analyze practice specific issues related to administrative, legal and economic aspects of pharmacological management.

3. Integrate presenting symptomatology, underlying pathophysiology and responses to pharmacological agents in specialty practice.

4. Design pharmacotherapeutic regimens taking into consideration desired outcomes, cost, risk, manageability of side effects, and potential for adherence.

      5.        Evaluate the effects of information resources on prescribing trends.
