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COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course provides the student with knowledge and clinical experience in advanced health assessment of diverse clients across the life span within the context of the advanced practice role.  Emphasis is on acquisition and analysis of relevant data for the development of a comprehensive and holistic assessment.  A major focus is on the symptom/health problem assessment and selection and interpretation of screening and diagnostic tests in order to formulate a differential diagnosis.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
Within the context of the advanced practice role, upon completion of this course the student will be able to:
1. Demonstrate proficiency in performing comprehensive health assessments including risk assessment.

2. Demonstrate proficiency in performing focused health assessments.

3. Perform a risk assessment of the client which takes into consideration life circumstance and cultural, ethnic, and developmental variations.

4. Organize and present holistic health assessment data.
5. Differentiate normal physiological alterations from pathological findings.

6. Demonstrate proficiency in performing symptom/health problem assessments based on selected chief complaints.
7. Utilize the diagnostic reasoning process in the selection and interpretation of appropriate screening and diagnostic tests.

EVALUATION METHODS/COURSE GRADE CALCULATION
Minimum Required Contact Hours for Laboratory: 45

Students will be required to participate in demonstration of the male and female exam through the Harrell Professional Development and Assessment Center, and a simulated breast 
exam experience with both a laboratory and online component.  Attendance at these sessions is required. 
For students who achieve a satisfactory laboratory grade, the letter grade for the course will be based upon the following:

1. Written assignments including SOAP notes and objective evaluations, online and in lab.
2. Participation in lab. 
3. Proficiency in conducting a problem focused assessment and physical exam. 
The student must demonstrate proficiency (74% or above) in the 20 minute check off and the Problem Focused Assessment in order to pass the course. If either of these is failed, a course grade of C- will be assigned regardless of scores achieved on other assignments and the course must be retaken to progress in the program.
